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At last we can look forward with renewed hope.  The Corona vaccine is 

being rolled out apace and infection rates are coming down significantly.  
We are all looking forward to the end of this lockdown, but we mustn’t 

drop our guard too soon.  Please be patient and follow the rules. 
 

Spring is in the air – days are getting longer and the daffodils are in 

magnificent bloom.  Hawthorn is bursting buds on the shady side of the 
hedges and elders are coming into leaf, though there are not many really 

healthy bushes left now. 
 

The drying winds are a blessing, making it possible to get on the better 
land and put some crops in.  
 

Straw for bedding in the crews is in short supply but the wind, as usual, 
is a good help in reducing the amount of straw we need to use.  Calving is 

going pretty well and it is wonderful to see them get on their feet, often 
within minutes of being born, and find their first feed of mother’s milk 

soon after. 
 

We shall be holding our Holy Communion service on Easter Sunday at 
11-00am, and perhaps be allowed to return to monthly coffee mornings 

before long. 
 

On Sunday 7th March I took the dogs for a walk at the marsh.  This was a 

regular thing when we were young because it was possible to find good 
amounts of driftwood, often new, that had been lost from the deck cargos 

of the ships bringing it in to the dock at Boston.  Today all the timber is 
secured with steel straps and little escapes.  What was noticeable was the 

large amount of cuttlefish bones.  They were everywhere and all sizes.  
We used to find odd ones, often pecked by the birds, and bring them 

home to put in the budgie cage. 
 

Another month and we should have cattle out on the banks and marsh, 
when I will make daily visits to check them, as well as enjoying the 
wildlife and the lovely scenery, one of the perks of farming.

Bug Hotels 

Ever thought about building a bug hotel in your garden to encourage 

hedgehogs and insects which, in turn, will encourage the birds? 

Here is an idea of items you can use:  

 

An old pallet, cut to size 
to suit the garden 
 

Old bricks, tiles and/or 
big stones 
 

Strong cardboard 
 

Straw, moss and dried 
leaves 
 

Logs and/or twigs 

Old wooden pallets are perfect for a large hotel, as they are sturdy and 

come with ready-made gaps.
