After all the glorious weather before and after the 5th June I felt really 

sorry for the Platinum Jubilee committee when their celebrations 

coincided with the wettest day for ages.  We all expected another 

wonderful event similar to our Diamond Jubilee.  So, many thanks to the 

sterling efforts of the committee, and all helpers and sponsors, you 

couldn’t have done any more. 

The cover picture shows the beacon we lit at Brickyard Farm on the 

evening of 2nd June, at 9-30pm. At least this lit a bit of Wrangle up.  Way 

back, at the time of Wrangle’s port, a beacon was kept alight to show the 

way to Wrangle harbour.  The site was on a      man-made silt mound 

directly opposite White Horse House, a former pub, on Bryholme, Sea 

Lane.  Since the parish boundary is the middle of the road the beacon was 

actually in Old Leake. 

Our father used to describe the mound as being full of rabbit holes.  It was 

eventually lead away to repair the roads, hence the farm road leading 

from Hall Farm towards the marsh was always known as ‘The Silt Road’. 

Our next big event, almost on us, is our Wrangle Show and we are hoping 

for a much better day.  All the plans are in place and there is the 

possibility of a bumper crowd, if recent similar events are anything to go 

by!  Do please come along and help to make it a really special event, after 

the two year break due to Covid. 

Finally, we did, at last, see the swallows and house martins arrive but very 

late and in fewer numbers.  For a pleasant change we have heard the 

cuckoo on several occasions.

Borough Cllr Pickett reported that the Council had been busy with Jubilee celebrations. 
 

Recreation Field  
The goal posts have been removed and will be stored at a local company until after Wrangle Show.  
The public footpath from the recreation field to Church Close is difficult to pass due to the overgrown 
hedge, LCC will be asked to deal with this matter.  A football team has asked if they can use the pitch 
for the 2022/23 season, it was resolved that the pitch is better used than not, so the team can use it.  
Wrangle football team has not paid the pitch fees of £150.00 for 2021/22.  The dyke behind the 
properties on Mel Marshall Way will be cleared of the overgrowth again.  The bins at the recycling 
area need to be emptied quicker when reported full, the Clerk will speak to the Borough Council 
about this.  The hedge behind the fence at the play area needs to be looked at for trimming as 
required.
